Complete at least three activities from the following choices. Your three activities must follow the rules of tic-tac-toe (i.e., three in a row).  I may in extreme cases allow you to break the rules, but you MUST complete the middle, REQUIRED box (read a Pioneer Journal entry).

	Based on the journal entry you read and the experiences of other Mormon Pioneers, create a diorama or a visual display that recreates a scene from the entry or time period.  For example, you could create a wagon train or typical campground.  You could also build a mini covered wagon filled with typical items the pioneers transported or a  mini/full-size handcart that resembles those used by Mormon Pioneers as closely as possible.
Please pre-approve your ideas with Mrs. Godfrey!
	Visit a Pioneer museum or memorial with your family (you may, look online, or consult a family member).  Try to become an expert on this location.  Take notes on what you see and write up a 2 page report that answers the following questions: What happened here?  Who lived/passed through here?  When? What were they doing?  Why did they do it? Why has your location become a historic site?  
Take pictures and include them in your report!
	Take one of the traditional recipes from the class website or find another one and cook the recipe, using methods as close to those used by the Mormon Pioneers as possible!

Either take a picture of the food and you/your family enjoying it or bring it to class on or before the day this project is due.  Please forewarn Mrs. Godfrey if you choose to bring your dish to class!

	Organize a hike that will serve as a “mini trek experience.”  The hike should be at least 1 hour long & you must either pull/push handcarts, wheelbarrows, etc. or carry a backpack.  These should be heavy but manageable (wheelbarrows should weigh from 20-50 lbs; backpacks should be 1/6-1/4 the student’s body weight). 
Dress in traditional, Pioneer clothing if you can & be sure to take pictures of your experience! Write a ½ page about what the hike was like.
	REQUIRED

Read through one of the Pioneer Journal entries Mrs. Godfrey has on the class website OR read through a Pioneer Journal that belonged to one of your ancestors or the ancestor of a neighbor, friend, etc.

Fill out the Pioneer Journal Worksheet and attach it to the back of this paper.
REQUIRED
	Listen to songs & hymns sung by the Pioneers along the trail Westward, such as the Handcart Song, Come, Come Ye Saints, Now Let us Rejoice, etc.  Based on the journal entry you read and the experiences of other pioneers, write a song that is at least 16 lines long about the experience of a Mormon Pioneer.
You will need to either record it for your classmates or perform it in class!

	Write your own pioneer journal from the perspective of someone else in your journal entry.   For example, if you entry was written by a 16-year-old girl, write a journal from the perspective of her mother, father, or brother.  This needs to have at least 4 entries and the journal should be at least 3 pages typed or 6 pages handwritten.
	Based on the journal entry you read and the experiences of other Mormon Pioneers, create a children’s book that is at least 5 pages long.  This should be illustrated (a picture per page) and should be somewhat educational, so that children would learn what it was like to be a Mormon Pioneer.
	Listen to songs & hymns sung by the Pioneers along the trail Westward, such as the Handcart Song, The Upper California, Come, Come Ye Saints, Now Let us Rejoice, etc.  
Choose at least one of these and memorize all verses.  You should memorize at least 2 minutes’ worth of music, so if your song is short, you need to choose more than one!
Be prepared to sing/perform your song in class!
